
Food
JDC is supporting EcoWorks International which 
operates a feeding program for patients and their 
families as well as medical staff. They are also helping 
fund convoys organized by Chabad-Lubavitch of the 
Dominican Republic, carrying milk for children in Haiti.

Water
Through the ProDev Foundation, a local Haitian NGO, 
JDC is sponsoring 115 water tanks that will ensure clean 
drinking water for hundreds of thousands of quake 
victims living in tent villages. They are also funding 
several water supply projects through the International 
Rescue Committee to provide sources of clean, potable 
water in Port-au-Prince and the surrounding community.

Education
To engage and provide psychosocial support for children 
in tent camps, JDC is funding 10 temporary schools, with 
instruction by Haitian teachers and university students.

Medical Aid and Supplies
JDC worked with the Medical Corps of the 
Israel Defense Forces, whose team of medical 
professionals operated a field hospital in Port-au-
Prince for two weeks following the disaster. JDC 
helped equip the hospital with infant incubators  
and much-needed orthopedic devices.

A JDC grant supported Magen David Adom (MDA) 
in sending its first Health Emergency Response 
Unit—a team of five medical staff—to spend four 
weeks in Haiti. JDC is also funding MDA’s Israeli 
Rehabilitation Team which will assess the needs 
and availability of rehabilitation equipment, medical 
professionals and facilities needed to help the 
great number of quake victims who have suffered 
amputations and other severe injuries.

JDC’s partner, Heart to Heart International is 
providing medical care, equipment and services to 
victims of the earthquake, as well as four trucks to 
transport their doctors, nurses and equipment to 
isolated communities where adequate relief has yet  
to reach. 

Working with the Afya Foundation, three containers 
of mattresses, blankets and much-needed medical 
supplies have been sent to Zanmi Lasante/Partners 
in Health on the ground in Haiti. Two containers of 
medical equipment, tents and other supplies are due 
to reach Haiti this week.

Long-term
Haiti will need assistance beyond its immediate 
emergency needs, so a portion of Haiti relief resources 
will be reserved for longer term projects that alleviate 
poverty and promote healing and development.
